The flight to the IF was as briefed. The low section of the squadrom
was experiencing some prop wush on an extra ship flying with the preceding
squedron, The Air C,0, instructed the squadrons to take interwal about 10
miles before the IP, The low squadron them drepped back and hence the
high squadrom tock & couple of turns off course in order to follow them
into the target.

Bombing Run:

The Air commander announced et the I that bombing would be visual,
by individual squadrons. We uncovered and went in in trail. The lead squadrom
failed to bomb on the lst run, and the low gquadron dropped about 2 miles
short of the airfieldwe were assigned to hit, sc the high squadron was the
first squadron of our group to bomb, There was smoke over the field so the
lend borbardier couldn't see the actual MPI.till ebout 40 seconds before
bombs went awey but he had a genersl area located far baok in the rum.

The GH opmtor helped get us started on course at the begiining of the
run, Borbs were salved by the lead anddropped with a2 100" intervalometer
setting by the others. The AFCE was okay. Results were excellent and
the runway was desiroyed.

!'light from Terget:

The lend squadron failed to drop, so the Air C,0, requested = 3600
turn to be mede ot IP, However, the highsjuadron followsd: the low squadron
af'ter target- slthough they were pretty well shead., The squadrons flew
80 miles North of course to wait for the lead, but then cut back and in-
tercepted the breifedcounse cme.

Return to Baset

Return was as briefed and uneventful - the squadron coming directly
to home base. All ships landed safely.
